its impressive smallmouth bass population.

One might ponder the inevitable question, “Whatsdiogc Courte Oreilles
mean?” Very few people realize the lake was ommnk as Ottawa Lake before the
French fur traders renamed it to Lac Courte Oreileeaning, “Lake Short Ears”. The
French name refers to some difference in the ddtedjibwa Indians who occupied its

shores - not for the shape of the lake.

Lac Courte Oreilles also exemplifies the uniqure lof classic fishing camps of
yesteryear with its beautiful shores once populati¢d several well-known fishing
camps. During the late 1800’s and early 1900&hifig

camps filled a specific need — guaranteed accomtiooda

for large groups and their families on the lakéhafir choice.

was described as being surrounded by a primevesfaf dense pine and tamarack
stands.
